The VersaBUCKLE fastening system

and stick. To move the equipment, simply flip down the buckle
locking lever and pick up the item. The adhesive used is 3M
VIHB (very high bond) foam adhesive tape. The 30 VHB hus an
application temperature tolerance of 50° to 160° Fahrenheit,
The thickness of the tape ts .045 inches. 3IM’s testing indicates
the tensile strengrh is 80 pounds per square inch. This is the
highest ruring for a 37 tape of this thickness, The buckles are
made to meet our specifications. Each buckle uses a piece of
tape thacis 17 x 1-1/47, giving it a tested scrength of 100 pounds.

Relocation

If vou need ro relocate the fastened item to another area, simply
remove the VersuBUCKLEs from the desktop using the Pry Bar
Removal Tool (part # 5740). Remove the 3 VHB tape from the
desktop VersuBUCKLESs by peeling it off. Put new 3M
Relocation Tape Pads (part # 5720) on the deskeop
VersuBUCKLEs and reapply at the new location. The cost of
the relocation tape to move one item is 36 cents.
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Two point fastening system

VarsaBUCKLE fosteners use the two point fostening sys-
tem. Fasteners are glaced in opposing comers on iterns
under 50 pounds.
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Four point fastening system

Foritems weighing 50 to 100 pounds, use two
VersaBUCKLE kits withthe four point fastening system.
